Norwegian People’s Aid (NPA) is a humanitarian organization working in the field of long term
development cooperation and emergency relief in more than 30 countries. NPA has worked with the
Palestinian organizations since 1987 in the West Bank, Gaza Strip and East Jerusalem.

The implementation of these projects
should not exceed 6 months. The Initiatives aim to empower and encourage youth and women
participation in their local communities.

Activities may include, but not limited to:
o Enhance skills, effective participation and voluntary work of the target groups.
Build capacities of youth and women networks
Advocate youth and women’s rights locally, regionally and internationally.
Strengthening the role of women in community issues at the district and the region and then
to a broader level
Encourage NGOs to work towards solving problems related to issues of community
Promoting tolerance and peaceful dialogue
Free media, Democracy and Human Rights
Women’s rights and Violence Against Women

Guiding principles for cooperation:

o Organisations and activities should not be affiliated with any political party.

o Community based organisations in West Bank, Gaza Strip and especially East Jerusalem are
encouraged to apply.

e Youth should be between 15-25 years old and initiative to be ideas from the youth
themselves and they have to lead in planning, presenting and implementing the activities.

¢ \Women initiatives should focus on women rights, violence against women or any other
innovative ideas related to women issues.
